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Introduction 
 

This is the second annual report of reportable sexually transmitted infections (STI) in the 
City and County of Denver. Compared to last yearÕs report, slight increases in reported 
cases of gonorrhea, chlamydia, and syphilis are noted for 2004. These increases likely 
represent a rebound from the decreases reported in 2003 that had been associated with the 
negative effects of the institution of a patient co-payment in the Denver Metro Health 
Clinic, the institution responsible for a large proportion of reportable STI in the City and 
County of Denver. Since then, a number of initiatives were implemented to counter the 
effects of the co-payments. As documented in this report, these efforts were followed by 
an increase in patient volume at DMHC and the number of STI diagnosed.  The upward 
trends are likely to continue in 2005: as a result of evaluations unequivocally linking the 
co-payment to decreases in patient volume and diagnosed chlamydia and gonorrhea 
infections in the clinic, the co-payment was rescinded on January 1, 2005.

HIV/AIDS 
 

In 2004, 258 cases of HIV and/or AIDS were newly reported for the City and County of 
Denver, up from 240 cases in 2003. Of cases in 2004, 67 (25.9%) had an AIDS defining 
condition at the time of HIV diagnosis or had progressed to AIDS within the year. In 
addition, 133 persons diagnosed with HIV infection prior to 2004 had progressed to 
AIDS during the year. Thus of 200 persons diagnosed with AIDS in 2004, 33.5% were 
first diagnosed with HIV infection during the same year. 
 
Figure 1 shows trend data for HIV/AIDS since 1982.  After peaking in 1987 at 1,072 
cases, a gradual decrease occurred until 1998 when 274 cases were reported. Since then 
the incidence has stabilized.  Reported AIDS cases peaked in 1993 (563 cases reported) 
and then declined to 244 cases reported in 2000 and while there may be a reporting delay, 
the declining trend appears to have continued through 2004.  
 
Figure 2 shows trends in the relative proportions of diagnosed HIV and AIDS cases. For 
this analysis, cases were unduplicated within the year, i.e., persons who were diagnosed 
with AIDS within the same year as they were diagnosed with HIV were counted as AIDS 
cases for that year and not as HIV cases. Because HIV reporting did not start until 1985, 
prior years were excluded from the analysis.  The proportion of AIDS cases increased 
from 12.8% of all cases in 1985 to 61.4% in 1994 and started to decline again to 51.1% in 
2003.  
 
Trends in demographic and risk factors appear in Figures 3-6. Denominators for these 
analyses comprise all cases of HIV and/or AIDS by first year of report. Women 
comprised 2.4% of cases in 1985, gradually increasing to 15.4% in 2001 but then 
decreasing again to 10.1% in 2004 (Figure 3). 
 
Cases among non-whites increased from 17.5% in 1985 to 49.4% in 2001 and then 
stabilized. In 2004, 19.4% of new cases were diagnosed among blacks and 24.0% among 
Hispanics (Figure 4).  
 
Men who have sex with men (MSM) continue to be the single most important risk group 
for HIV infection in the Denver area. In 1985, 92.5% of all cases were reported for MSM 
or MSM who also injected drugs.  Over time, this proportion decreased to 68.3% in 2001 
and slightly increased to 70.9% in 2004. (Figure 5). 
 
Since the beginning of the epidemic, there has been a gradual increase in age at first 
diagnosis of HIV/AIDS.  In 1985, only 27.8% were 35 years or older; in 2004 57.4% of 
cases fell into that age category (Figure 6). The median age at diagnosis increased form 
30 in 1985 to 36 in 2004 (Figure 7). 
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Gonorrhea 
 
During the year, 1,375 cases of gonorrhea were reported in the City and County of 
Denver, an increase of 83 cases (6.4%) compared with the previous year (Figure 8). In 
the past 5 years, reported gonorrhea cases increased from 1,643 cases in 2000 to 1,738 
cases in 2002, followed by a decline to 1,292 cases in 2003 (Table 1).  The overall case 
rate rose from 232 cases per 100,000 in 2003 to 247 cases per 100,000 in 2004 (Table 1).  
As in previous years, case rates in 2004 were higher among males, younger age groups, 
and African American populations.  Among males the case rate (per 100,000) was 268 
compared to 225 among females (Table 2).  Case rates were highest among 20-24 year-
old males (949; Table 3a) and 15-19 year-old females (1,273; Table 3b). Rates among 
blacks (1,201) were 6.7 times higher than among Hispanics (180) and 10.2 times higher 
than among whites (118). Rates continued to be highest among 25-29 year-old black men 
(5,494; Table 5e) and 15-19 year-old black women (4,596; Table 5f).  

 

Chlamydia 
 
In 2004, 3,973 cases of chlamydia infection were reported for the City and County in 
2004.  Compared to the previous year, this represents an increase of 8% (295 cases). 
Similar to the trends in gonorrhea, this increase followed a substantial (16%) decrease 
noted in 2003 when compared to the increasing trends during 2000Ð2002 (Figure 9).   
The chlamydia case rate (per 100,000 population) in 2004 increased to 713 from 661 in 
2003.  The case rate continued to be considerably higher among women (978) than 
among men (455; Table 2).  Age/gender groups at highest risk included 15-19 year-old 
females (6,424), 20-24 year-old females (6,064; Table 3b), and 20-24 year-old males 
(2,470; Table 3a).  As before, case rates were higher among blacks (2,110) than among 
Hispanics (1,083), and whites (231; Table 4).  Highest chlamydia rates were reported for 
20-24 year-old black women (13,759) followed by 15-19 year-old black women (11,465), 
25-29 year-old black women (8,179; Table 5f), 20-24 year-old Hispanic women (8,067); 
and 15-19 year-old Hispanic women (7,688; Table 5i).   
 

Syphilis 
 

In 2004, a total of 43 cases of primary and secondary syphilis were reported, up from 32 
cases in 2003, a 34.3% increase. In addition, there were 13 cases of early latent syphilis 
for the year, compared to 13 in the previous year. Recent trends in cases and case rates 
for primary and secondary syphilis are illustrated in Figure 10. Case rates (per 100,000) 
were considerably higher among men (13.4) compared to women (1.8), representing a 
male-to-female ratio of 7.4. Rates were highest in the 40-44 year-old male age group 
(27.1; Table 3a).  In 2004, rates were higher among whites (8.6) compared to blacks (7.1) 
and Hispanics (7.4; Table 4). Of the 55 cases of early (primary, secondary, and early 
latent) syphilis reported for the City and County in 2004 (for whom race/ethnicity was 
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known), 56.4% were among whites, 30.9% among Hispanics, and 10.9% among blacks, 
compared to respectively 54.3%, 23.9%, and 19.6% in 2003.   

Trends in the Denver Metro Health Clinic 
 

In 2004, the Denver Metro Health Clinic (DMHC) logged 15,514 visits compared to 
14,409 visits in 2003, an increase of 1,105 visits (7.7%).  This increase represented a 
modest rebound from the almost 27% decrease in patient volume that occurred between 
2002 and 2003. The increase was more outspoken among women (17.7%) than among 
men (2.2%); 80.8% of the increase was due to visits by women.  The increase was greater 
among residents of Jefferson County (18.9%) and Tri-County (11.3%) compared to 
Denver (6.2%) and slightly greater among blacks (8.5%) and Hispanics (9.6%) than 
among whites (6.9%). However, the largest increase (31.7%) was found among those 
younger than 20 (Table 6). 
 
For the year, a total of 1,773 cases of chlamydia were diagnosed at DMHC compared to 
1,469 cases in 2003, an increase of 20.6%.  The increase was higher among women 
(30.7%) than among men (16.2%). The number of diagnosed cases of gonorrhea 
increased from 724 in 2002 to 837 in 2004 (15.6%). Again, this increase was greater 
among women (29.6%) than among men (10.9%). The number of cases of primary and 
secondary syphilis increased 2.5-fold from 10 in 2003 to 25 in 2004 (Table 7).  
 
Five-year trends in patient volume and diagnosed cases of chlamydia and gonorrhea are 
presented in Figure 11. While cases have increased over the past year, they have not 
reached the level of 2002.  
 

STI Trends Among Men Who Have Sex With Men 
 

In 2004 there were 859 visits to DMHC by men who reported a male sex partner in the 
previous year, comprising 5.5% of all clinic visits. This is down 22.6% from 1,110 visits 
in 2002, but up 15.1% from 746 visits in 2003.  Gonorrhea was diagnosed at 86 visits 
(10.7%) in 2004, compared to 92 visits (13.2%) in 2003 and 198 visits (18.8%) in 2003. 
Chlamydia was diagnosed at 59 visits (7.4%) in 2004, compared to 52 visits (7.0%) in 
2003, and 74 visits (6.2%) in 2002.  Primary and secondary syphilis were diagnosed at 13 
visits (1.5%) in 2004, compared to 6 visits (0.8%) in 2003, and 14 visits (1.2%) in 2002.   
In 2004, among MSM with HIV infection (self-reported or by test at the day of visit), 
17.6% had gonorrhea, 11.8% had chlamydia and 3.6% had primary or secondary syphilis, 
compared to respectively 9.9%, 6.7%, and 1.2% among un-infected MSM.  Of all 
gonorrhea, chlamydia and primary and secondary syphilis infections diagnosed among 
MSM in 2004, respectively 15.5%, 15.5%, and, 25% were among HIV-infected MSM.   
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Comment 
 
Compared to last yearÕs report, the number of reportable STI in the City and County of 
Denver, including syphilis, gonorrhea and chlamydia, all increased in 2004.  These 
increases constitute a modest rebound from the substantial decreases reported for 2003 
that we have linked to the initiation of a patient co-payment at DMHC in the fall of 
2002.1  During 2004, a number of adjustments were made in the clinic to counter the 
negative effects of the co-pay. These efforts included the implementation of a no-cost 
Òexpress visitÓ comprised of urine-based chlamydia and gonorrhea testing, the 
distribution of coupons for free STI/HIV testing among MSM in Denver, and the waiver 
of a co-pay for those aged 20 years and younger.  The latter change proved to be quite 
successful: while overall patient volume increased by approximately 8%, the increase 
among those younger than 20 was almost 32%. The increases in diagnosed chlamydia, 
gonorrhea and early syphilis cases were substantially higher than the increase in patient 
volume, suggesting that the clinic adjustment preferentially benefited those at highest risk 
for STI. Still, while these developments have been encouraging, the DMHC still 
diagnosed significantly fewer cases of these STI in 2004 compared to the year 
immediately prior to the implementation of the co-payment (2002).   
 
As has been noted before and as is true in other parts of the country, gonorrhea and 
chlamydia continue to disproportionally affect adolescents and young adults, especially 
those of African American and Latino race/ethnicity.  Due to the often asymptomatic 
nature of gonorrhea in females and chlamydial infections in both females and males, 
many infected persons will not seek clinic-based care.  Stigma and embarrassment are 
other factors that discourage at-risk individuals to seek care at STI clinics. Thus, many 
infections remain undetected.  Increased efforts are necessary to reach and screen high-
risk groups.  Non-invasive testing using nucleic acid amplification tests (NAAT) using 
urine or self-obtained vaginal specimens has greatly enhanced our screening ability.  
Since 1995, Denver Public Health has supported NAAT-based outreach screening in 
school-based clinics, juvenile detention centers, and community-based organizations 
through its Reproductive Health for Young Adults (ReHYA) project. While successful, 
the ReHYA program it is seriously under-funded and its reach has therefore been limited.  
Expansion of this program deserves serious consideration. 
 
Reports from many jurisdictions in the U.S., including our own2,  have drawn attention to 
the increasing rates of STIs among MSM, particularly those who are HIV-infected. Rates 
of gonorrhea and primary and secondary syphilis among HIV-infected MSM visiting the 
DMHC during the past 5 years have been 2 to 3 fold higher than among MSM without 
HIV infection, while rates among the latter group are substantially higher than among 
DMHC-visiting men in general.  It is unclear whether the decreasing gonorrhea rates for 
both HIV-infected and HIV-uninfected MSM reported during 2003 and 2004 represent a 
true downward trend or are the result of confounding influences such as the introduction 
of the co-pay in 2002. 
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Technical Notes 
 
Data for reportable STIs, including HIV/AIDS, syphilis, gonorrhea, and chlamydia are 
sent electronically from the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment 
(CDPHE) to the Denver Public Health Department (DPH) on a monthly basis. HIV/AIDS 
cases are downloaded from the CDC HIV/AIDS Reporting System (HARS), while other 
STIs are downloaded from the STD Management System (SMS). Both HARS and SMS 
are CDC-supported databases maintained at CDPHE.  Downloads include reportable 
cases with a City and County of Denver domicile or cases that have been diagnosed at 
Denver Health (including the Denver Metro Health Clinic and HIV Counseling and 
Testing Site) but have a domicile outside the City and County of Denver.  
 
Individual persons may be included more than once if they have multiple diagnoses, or if 
they have the same diagnosis at different times. However, persons with manifestations of 
a single STI at multiple anatomical sites (e.g., simultaneous urethral and pharyngeal 
gonorrhea) on the same date are counted as a single case.  HIV-infected patients who 
move into the Denver jurisdiction in a given year are included in the HARS database by 
the year that they were first diagnosed with HIV and/or AIDS.  By contrast, patients who 
move out of the jurisdiction will stay in the database.  Therefore, year-to-year statistics 
will show slight upward variations even for the earlier years of the HIV epidemic. 
 
Case reporting for notifiable STI is incomplete and completeness of reporting may vary 
from year to year. Moreover, many case reports have missing data. Most importantly, 
information on race/ethnicity is often missing.  For the City and County of Denver in 
2004, race/ethnicity data were not available for 27.4% of gonorrhea case reports, 45.2% 
of chlamydia reports, and 7.1% of syphilis reports. We used the method used by the 
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention to prorate cases according to the distribution 
of cases for which these variables were specified.3  
  
Population estimates for the years 2000-2004 were taken from the U.S. Census.4
